e Year in Review

e past year has been an eventful one for FLT. e exciting
merger with Deer eld Land Trust means we can deepen our
relationship with Deer eld landowners and broaden our e orts
to protect land in Deer eld, building on the work that DLT did
over the past 18 years. Deer eld is rich in both farmland and
scenic open space, and is an important area for land protection
work. With the merger, FLT took on responsibility for 12 new
Conservation Restrictions.  is means we will monitor an
additional 548 acres.

Meanwhile, we are in our nal year of a three-year challenge
grant from a private foundation, with the potential to bring in
a total of $180,000 in matching money.  isgrant hasa orded
FLT the chance to build membership and intensify our land
protection e orts.

As shown in the charts, three-quarters of our money goes
to program services, which includes informational meetings
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with landowners, assistance as they go through the process of
protecting their land, as well as stewardship services on protected
parcels. Remaining costs include fundraising, events, publications
and o ce management.

e greatest source of income for FLT is private contributions,
which account for 36 percent of our income. Another 32 percent

comes from grants. e remainder comes from protection projects,

special events and consulting.

As of August, FLT ( with DLT s work included) has completed
235 projects in the past two decades, for a total of 17,177 acres
protected in 26 towns in the region. Of these, 22 were completed
in the past year.

Meanwhile, we have identi ed and begun work on more
than 200 projects totaling almost 22,000 acres. We are looking
forward to another busy and productive year!
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Between 1997 and 2002, the amount of farmland in Massachusetts declined by nearly 11 percent.
Between 1997 and 2003, Massachusetts lost more than 15,000 acres of forested land per year to development.
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
